Patrick Smock, Department of Human Resources, presented. Joe Nanni asked for clarification on the
number of temporary employees covered by Road and Bridge and Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP)
Project funding; and asked for additional information on the position being funded by Human Resources.
Dale Miller asked for clarification on whether the need for additional time and funding were anticipated
at the time the initial contract was entered into or was this an unexpected expense.

Nan Baker asked if the funding for staffing services for the Department of Information Technology have
been deducted from the total budget of $25 million for the (ERP) Project; and asked if the 2 staff positions
were included in the anticipated total staffing for the project. Nan provided additional information related
to the reduction in number of employees initially estimated for the (ERP) Project. Nan also asked if the
contingency fund for the (ERP) Project was exhausted. Dennis Kennedy asked for clarification on whether
the County will be hiring interns through this vendor to provide these services. Armond Budish motioned
to approve the item; Dale Miller seconded. Item BC2018-44 was unanimously approved.

Bob Math, Cuyahoga Job and Family Services, presented. Dale Miller commented that he agreed there is
an overlap in services and there is a need for the County to work hard at increasing efficiencies to reduce
future overlaps, as it relates to the Division of Children and Family Services issuing a new Request for
Proposals later this year to incorporate similar types of services currently provided by similar vendors.
Dale also stated that the County is currently on track for expenditures to exceed receipts on the Levy fund
under pretty favorable conditions by $10 — 15 million this year. Armond Budish motioned to approve the
item; Joe Nanni seconded. Item BC2018-46 was unanimously approved.
