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Inefficiently sending an appraiser to the field to inspect a property when remotely sensed data can provide
imagery and quick answers for appraisers and county constituents. Oblique images will verify certain data
characteristics from the office when the property is difficult or impossible to data collect in the field. Also
provides evidence as to the status of the property at a particular point in time, which can be used to
resolve conflicts.

Oblique imagery provides an appraiser a visual image of areas they may not have access to on the ground
and allows for accurate measurement of building dimensions including height of structures.

Oblique imagery is an industry standard with County land appraisers. Orthogonal imagery (ortho - 2D)
does not provide a clear representation of structural metrics of a property, whereas oblique imagery
(aerial photos taken at a 45-degree angle 3D image) allows for building dimension measurements, which
includes height of structure. When paired with ortho imagery, Oblique images provide clearer evidence
of how a property is being utilized.

Standard ortho imagery alone was considered but analysis without the use of oblique imagery is
inconclusive. The deliverable will primarily be used by the land appraisal group in the Fiscal Department.
The oblique imagery is also available for the public to view through the web on the GIS group's mapping
portal. An additional use of this type of imagery is with first responders. It presents a clear picture of the
structure's north, south, east and west face which includes possible ingress and egress points of the
structure.

The competitive process was not used because oblique imagery acquisition is provided under State
Term Schedule though the Ohio Geographic Referenced Information Program's (OGRIP) Ohio State
Imagery Program (OSIP). OGRIP is under the Office of Information Technology in the Department of
Administrative Services.

Cuyahoga County recently completed a four-year contract with EagleView (AKA Pictometry) and were
satisfied with the professionalism, timeliness and quality of the delivered oblique imagery as well as
the services provided. In 2018, Pictometry was added to the OSIP program under State Term Schedule
which reduced to overall cost to the County.
