II – REVIEW MINUTES – 9/4/2018 
 
Armond Budish motioned to approve the minutes from the September 4, 2018 meeting; Michael Dever 
seconded.  The minutes were unanimously approved as written. 
 
BC2018-612 
Department of Public Works, submitting an amendment to Contract No. CE1600233 with Johnson 
Controls Security Systems, LLC for preventive fire alarm/security system maintenance services for the 
Justice Center Complex including Courts Tower, Jail-1 and Galleria located at 1200 Ontario Street, 
Cleveland  for the period 10/1/2016 - 9/30/2019 to expand the scope of services, effective 9/17/2018 and 
for additional funds in the amount not-to-exceed $428,248.00.

Nan Baker inquired about the re-evaluation 
of the Justice Center Complex as it relates to the information listed in the details section and asked if there 
is anything the Department is currently doing now that would have to be redone because $428,248.00 is 
being expended that may be  included in the next contract. Armond Budish motioned to approve the item;

Al Grimes, Department of Health and Human Services/Cuyahoga Job and Family Services presented.  Nan 
Baker asked how services were able to be provided since the start date of January 1, 2018 without 
payment being made to the vendor. Armond Budish commented on the terms of the grant and clarified 
how the funding would be provided for this program.  
 
Nan Baker asked if all the funds will be used for the remainder of this contract; asked if the County is 
waiting to be paid for this program and asked if anyone would not be compensated if this item was not 
approved; Armond Budish clarified that this is for reimbursement and asked for confirmation that the 
funding source is Health and Human Services Levy Funds. Joseph Nanni confirmed that Health and Human 
Services Levy Funds used for this program are being reimbursed by the State. Mr. Budish stated that the 
Health and Human Services Levy funding utilized was in the budget.  Armond Budish motioned to approve 
the item; Michael Dever seconded.  Item BC2018-621 was unanimously approved.

Sheriff’s Department, recommending an award on RQ42954 and enter into a contract with Educare

Donna Kaleal, Sheriff’s Department presented.  Armond Budish commented that Trevor McAleer, County 
Council recommended that the temporary nursing services be made permanent, so services can be drawn 
upon as needed. Armond Budish motioned to approve the item; Joseph Nanni seconded.  Item BC2018-

C. – Exemptions

Michael Chambers and Thomas Pavich, Department of Public Works, presented.  Dennis Kennedy asked 

if there will be a not-to-exceed amount per purchase once the vendors have been selected. Mr. Kennedy 

commented that he wanted to ensure this process will not be used for larger single purchases, which 

could result in an audit finding. 

Armond Budish asked if the resulting contract will come before County Council for formal approval, which 

will provide a check and balance for this process. Mr. Kennedy commented  that he understood the need 

to speed up the process but recommended that a limit to the amount be set for each purchase. 

Mr. Budish asked if that limit would be approved when the contract comes before the Board of Control 

or County Council for consideration.   

Mr. Kennedy stated that this item is for approval of the alternative procurement process only and that 

perhaps language should be included to cap the amount per purchase to comply with a future audit and 

not to appear as a way to circumvent any formal process. 

Mr. Budish asked Mr. Kennedy if he would recommend that this item be amended at a future date to 

include a maximum amount after further discussions are complete. 

Michael Chambers, Director of Public Works recommended a $50,000.00 maximum per purchase which 

was agreed upon by Mr. Budish and Mr. Kennedy.  Michael King asked if this exemption will result in 

separate contracts or one master contract; asked whether these will be presented to County Council for 

formal approval and stated that further discussions would be held to discuss a maximum prior to the 

contract coming to County Council for approval. Mr. Budish stated that Michael King’s recommendation 

is acceptable.    

Armond Budish motioned to approve the item; Dennis Kennedy seconded.  Item BC2018-623 was 

unanimously approved.
