UPK provides a  high-quality preschool experience to children 3-, 4- and 5- (not yet in kindergarten) 

children by providing funds to existing childcare providers enabling them to  offer a competitive rate of 

pay and benefits to their teachers, purchase supplies, equipment, training and development and 

enhanced activities. UPK also makes high quality preschool more accessible by providing scholarships 

based on income of up to 50% of the total cost of tuition. Research shows that a high-quality preschool 

experience, especially for children from low income backgrounds, leads to subsequent success in school 

and in life. Currently, the supply of high-quality preschool in Cuyahoga County is insufficient to serve the 

needs of all the children who would benefit. UPK helps to close this gap by expanding the supply of high-

quality preschool slots. The UPK program expands the supply of high-quality preschool by providing 

flexible dollars to existing providers to enable them to increase quality. Funds may be used for a broad 

range of strategies including equipment, supplies, field trips, specials (i.e. bringing specialized teachers 

into the classroom for a specified time), professional development and training, and staff compensation 

and benefits.  

All of these strategies have been demonstrated to improve quality in preschool classrooms. Outcomes 

include increased scores on kindergarten readiness assessments, increases scores in third grade reading 
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assessments, both leading to greater success in school and the increased likelihood of graduating from 

high school. Moreover, extensive return on investment studies have shown the children who participate 

in a high-quality preschool experience are less likely to become involved in the criminal justice system and 

less likely to become dependent on welfare benefits. 

Primarily research on brain development in infants and toddlers and economics research that shows a 

strong return on investment described above. Brain research conducted in the 1990’s found that infants 

begin developing neuronal connections in their brains beginning at 11 weeks. This means that the 

youngest of children are already beginning developing language and numeracy skills that can be promoted 

and developed through a high-quality preschool experience.  

The amendment is late for several reasons: Once we determined we needed to make adjustments to 
how contracts are amended we reached out to the Law department to draft the amendment. After 
review and negotiations with the law department we submitted the amendment to our providers for 
signature. There are 19 providers that needed to submit documentation. It takes some time to collect 
documentation from 19 separate providers. Additionally, some documents that were previously 
allowable had to be adjusted under new policies.
