First, the court will assist clients
with a team-supported treatment experience that is culturally competent, evidence-based, age and
gender appropriate and combines behavioral health treatment and substance use disorder (SUD)
treatment with monitored MAT pharmaceuticals. Second, it will increase the length of time clients achieve
sustained recovery from opiates through halfway house and sober living housing stays and specialized
case management. Third, it will demonstrate the effectiveness of its supports and services through the
evaluation of meaningful data addressing programmatic effectiveness.

In addition to achieving ongoing sobriety, improved criminal justice outcomes and access to HIV/Hepatitis
B & C screenings and referrals, the expanded Drug Court will allow clients to obtain stability in the areas
of health, education, employment, housing, and family relations. A collaboration of community partners
is committed to providing the most effective treatment services for Drug Court clients that support their
recovery process. They include Community Assessment & Treatment Services (CATS), Catholic Charities
(Matt Talbot), the Stella Maris, Inc., and the Salvation Army/Harbor Light Complex.
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Item No. 4
The Cuyahoga County Corrections Planning Board was awarded a $40,000 grant from the Ohio

Department of Public Safety (which includes a match of $13,331.95) to support a Coordinator position to
oversee implementation of its new Violence Intervention Program (VIP) Pilot or “VIP Court” that addresses
gun violence in Cuyahoga County. The VIP Court will be implemented from January 1, 2019 until December
31, 2019. Approximately 15 individuals arrested for non-violent gun possession offenses will have the

opportunity to participate in the VIP Court for the 12-month period.

The VIP Court will provide a collaborative, multidisciplinary, problem-solving approach that addresses the
underlying issues of non-violent adult offenders involved in gun crimes. Its premise is that offenders can
change their lives for the better if they voluntarily become involved in a court intervention process that
includes six essential features. They include regular court appearances in front of a VIP Judge, the
supervision of a specialized VIP Probation Officer, the coordination of efforts between the County
Prosecutor and Public Defender, the support of a neighborhood outreach mentoring, opportunities for
substance abuse and mental health services (if needed), and the encouragement to secure employment

training and opportunities.

Through a process of sustained and consistent intervention, the VIP Court will become more involved in
gun-related cases that present the best opportunity for preventing future gun violence in Cuyahoga
County. Its goal is to reduce gun violence by comprehensively influencing individual behavior while
protecting the public and promoting community safety. Only by providing persons involved in gun violence
with hope and self-worth can they be encouraged to move away from a life of violence, which in turn
creates better communities.

With the support of a VIP Coordinator, a VIP Team will be responsible for implementing the daily
operations of the VIP Court. The team includes the following Cuyahoga County representatives: Court of
Common Pleas “VIP Judge,” Prosecutor, Public Defender, Probation Department, Corrections Planning
Board, Sheriff, and community-based service providers including Ohio Means Jobs/Cleveland-Cuyahoga
County (employment) and Cleveland Peacemakers Alliance (mentoring). The VIP Coordinator will provide
programmatic support to maintain its day-to-day operations and to address the needs of the VIP Court

and its participants.
