a) R2022-0015: A Resolution authorizing a contract with Child Care
Resource Center of Cuyahoga County dba Starting Point in the amount

not-to-exceed $1,900,000.00 for Out-of-School Time services for youth
for the period 1/1/2022 — 12/31/2022; authorizing the County
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Executive to execute Contract No. 2017 and all other documents
consistent with this Resolution; and declaring the necessity that this
Resolution become immediately effective.
